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A glimpse into Kawanhee's past....1958 - the year they couldn't find the

message from Chief Kawanhee!

Probably our greatest tradition is the Coming and Going of the Chief. The two solemn ceremonies start and end our season. At
the Going of the Chief, each lodge picks a representative or sachem and together all the sachems write a message to the campers
of the following summer. This message is read at the Going of the Chief. The message is then buried near the central fire and un-
touched for 10 months(we say moons) until the Coming of the Chief the following summer. At the Coming of the Chief all sa-
chems from the previous summer who have returned to camp (usually a high percentage) dig up the message and then read it to
the new camp group. Built around the message are words of wisdom from our own Chief Kawanhee. The message always con-
tains good advice to have a successful Kawanhee season.

A few days before the actual Coming of the Chief ceremony, the counselor who directs the writing of the message and also calls
the Chief to come out of the woods (we call him the Chief Sachem and is usually a senior staff member) digs up the message to
make sure the message has survived the winter and the message can be located in the darkness. Then the message is reburied and
everything is set for the ceremony.




In 1958, there was a problem. They couldn't find the message from the campers of 1957 to the campers of 1958. After looking for it
for awhile, they decided that instead of digging up the entire area around the central fire, they would go to plan B. Luckily, a copy of

the message was kept in the office. They did this every year. The copy was then putinto a canister and reburied. And the Coming of
the Chief went smoothly that summer and no one ever knew.

We now jump the story forward to the summer of 1974, 16 years later. And you can probably guess where this is headed. Inlooking
for the 1973 message to the 1974 campers, the 1957 message was found! It was still in good shape. The man who portrayed the Chief in
those days was Ed Chace, director of Campcraft. He had portrayed the Chief in 1958 and was still doing it in 1974. But, the Chief Sa-
chem in 1958 had been Dean Miller and he had passed away in the mid 1960's. Ed took the time to write to Dean's widow and includ-
ed an explanation and included the original message that had been under the campfire ring for 16 years!
